*You are not eligible if you will be entering High School

IMPORTANT NOTE: Full-time travel baseball participants are encouraged to participate in both days of the tryout, and
may only tryout for one age group. Participants are prohibited from trying out for a specific team (i.e. blue instead of
red). The selection committee shall determine for which team, if any, a participant is selected. The number of baseball
teams selected will depend on the talent and qualified managers available. In the event of inclement weather, please
contact the WPD Community Center at 690-4880 for confirmation of tryout status. (Rain dates are August 13 and
14).

Full-time travel team baseball is very competitive and requires a serious commitment by players, parents and coaching
staffs. The playing season will start in April and run through at least mid-July. It is anticipated that approximately 60
games will be played between the regular season and tournament play. Practices may begin as early as this winter at
the discretion of individual coaches. A team roster of 12 players will be chosen for each age level. There is a travel
baseball only commitment throughout the baseball season (April — July) where you may not participate in any other
travel sport during the same time period, or face suspension or release from the program. Selection is based upon a
number of factors in addition to the tryout itself, including but not limited to prior travel experience, coaches’
evaluations and prior commitment to the WPD baseball in-house and travel programs.

The anticipated minimum cost of full-time travel baseball is approximately $600 payable in three installments as
outlined below. A non-refundable registration fee of 5225 payable to the Wheaton Park District will be due within 48
hours upon notification of selection to a team. If payment is not received, an alternate will be selected.

These funds shall be used for umpires, baseballs, equipment, field maintenance, inclusion in the Annual WPD Red, White & Blue
Classic and a stipend towards additional tournaments or any other incidental team expense. In December, players will be required to
purchase the required team uniforms which cost approximately $200. Returning players may use their existing uniforms if they are
selected to the same team. We anticipate that each team will need to collect an additional $200 per player in mid-January. These
funds will be used at each team’s election, but will in all likelihood, be applied to off-season training, tournaments or any other team
expense. Please note that the total fees may be greater than $600, and are the responsibility of individual team members who will be
assessed accordingly.

Teams may avoid any or all of the above uniform and other team related expenses by obtaining sponsorship funds. All fundraising
efforts shall be shared by the team, and not be applied against individual account balances. All other registration information will
be covered at your team’s parent meeting.

PARENTS: Please drop off and pick up your players at least fifteen minutes before and after the scheduled tryout time. If
you wish to stay, you must remain on the bleachers during the tryouts. The selection committee will run the
tryouts. Any interference will result in you being asked to leave. If your child is unable to attend the tryouts and
would still like to be considered for a team, you must register them AND contact Mark Hrgich and/or Tony
Abbinante prior to the tryouts at the numbers above.
